LUNCH 
Campers need to bring a lunch and drink 
each day in a Little Igloo -type cooler, unless 
the weekly schedule lists an exception.  
 

SNACKS 
Drink machines are available: $1.25 per 
drink. We also have a concession stand; but 
feel free to send snacks in your childõs lunch 
box. 
 

IDENTIFICATION 
Please put your childõs name on everything  
to avoid òLost and Found.ó 

 

SCHEDULE 
A detailed schedule of events, times and 
special projects for the next week will be 
sent home each Friday afternoon and will 
also be available on our website.  

 

SWIMMING DAYS 
Have your child wear a swimsuit under regu-
lar camp clothes. Send underwear to change 
after swimming, as well as sunscreen. Send a 
plastic bag for the wet bathing suit and a 
towel. Mark everything with your childõs 
name. 

REGISTRATION 
Early registration (prior to June 1st) is $35 
per child; after June 1st the fee is $50 per 
child.  The fee includes two camp T -shirts 
and insurance. All registration forms are 
downloadable from our website.  
 

TUITION 
Camp Bayshore tuition is $175 per week. A 
$25 discount is available for second or subse-
quent children in a family. A tuition contract 
must be submitted. Payment is due by each 
Friday for the next week. There is no daily 
rate.  
 
Tuition covers all programs, field trips, 
shows, transportation and more!  
 

CHECKS 
Make checks payable to Bayshore Christian 
School. The fee for returned checks is $25.  
 

HOURS 
Hours are 7 AM - 6 PM, Monday - Friday. 
 

LATE PICKUP CHARGE 
There is a $5 late fee for pickup between 6 
and 6:15 PM, and another $5 charge for 
every 15 minutes (or portion of 15 minutes) 
thereafter, due when you pick up your child.  
 

DRESS CODE 
We recommend shorts and T-shirts. Camp 
Bayshore T-shirts MUST be worn to camp 
every day. Flip -flops are for pool or beach 
use only. Tennis shoes and socks are required 
at all other times.  
  

T-SHIRTS 
Extra camp T-shirts are $8 each. T-shirts will 
be available when summer camp begins. Check out our website for more detailed

WELCOME!  
Thanks for your interest in Camp Bay-
shore. Our goal is to provide your child 
with a safe, enriching summer, packed 
with Jesus-filled fun. We plan our sched-
ule carefully and choose activities with 
your child in mind.  

 
CAMPUS USE 

Our campers are divided into groups ac-
cording to the grades they will enter this 
coming fall. Each group will be assigned 
its own room or rooms on campus. When 
camp begins, we will let you know which 
rooms are for your childõs group. In addi-
tion, the art room, music room, gym, 
sanctuary and fellowship hall will also be 
used. 

 
SIGN-OUT AND AUTHORIZED PICK-UP 

Your child will be marked present when 
he or she arrives at camp. When you 
come to pick up your child in the after-
noon, please park, get out and sign your 
child out at the main gate. Gather bags, 
lunch boxes, swim gear, etc.  
 
If you send an authorized person to pick 
up your child, please tell that individual 
to have photo ID ready. We always put 
safety first.  

 
TRANSPORTATION 

We use school buses to transport children 
in 1st grade and above. Our 3's, 4's and 5's 
are transported on school mini -buses. All 
drivers have CDLs. Parents of 3-year-olds: 
Please send in a car seat on days your 
child goes off campus. It is illegal and 
unsafe for us to transport them without 
the seats.  
 

SWIMMING INFORMATION 
Some parents are extra-cautious when it 
comes to swimming. We wholeheartedly 

agree, and safety 
always comes first.  
 
The swimming 
sites that we visit 
provide certified 
lifeguards. Most of 
our counselors will 
be suited up and in 
the water with the 
campers at all 

times. Others will be outside the water, 
keeping an òoverviewó eye on the situa-
tion.  
 
If your child is a non -swimmer or not a 
strong swimmer, please provide 
"swimmies" or a life jacket. Minnows may 
swim on campus in wading pools. Polli-
wogs may make a few swimming trips dur-
ing the summer.  

 
NEWSLETTER 

We believe in communication. A Newslet-
ter will be sent home each Friday after-
noon with your child. We will keep you 
informed of special events and plans for 
the coming week. Newsletters will also be 
posted on the website for your conven-
ience.  

 
NAPS 

Our 3's and 4's and early 5's will be partici-
pating in a daily rest time, which includes 
a cool, quiet nap. Please provide a 
"kindermat" for your child's comfort.  

 
 

MINNOWS 
Our youngest campers 
are our Minnows  -- 3- 
and 4-year-olds. Min-
nows must be at least 3 
when camp begins and 
potty -trained.  

 
POLLIWOGS 

These are our 5-year-
old campers.  

 
CRICKETS AND BULLFROGS 

Crickets are our rising 1st - and 2nd-
graders and Bullfrogs are our rising 3rd -, 
4th-, 5th - and 6th graders.  

 
GOOD BEHAVIOR 

We expect mature, considerate behavior 
from all campers, on and off campus. We 
expect children to be polite and kind to 

each other. We will not allow campers to 
hurt each other with words or actions.
