HOW DID YOU SPEND YOUR SUMMER?

Larry Grimes 8 Math and History Teacher

After spending two weeks in Rwanda this summer, Mr. Grimes shared the following
information.

0 have just returned from two amazing weeks in Rwanda, which is a small country in Africa. It
is about the size of Oklahoma and is located in the central part of the continent. My reason for
going came about from my interest in the study of the Holocaust and genocides that  have taken
place since 1900. Because of this interest, | attended the Sam Gross Summer Institute at the
Florida Holocaust Museum in St. Petersburg and met a gentleman named Carl Wilkens.  Carl
was the only American to remain in Rwanda at the time of the 19 94 genocide and he was a
speaker at the Institute. This is where
my journey began.

Carl was one of the featured people in the
Frontline documentary
o f Rwandaé. Il n spea
presentation, he invited me to join a group

of teachers from New York, New Jersey
and Connecticut who were going to
Rwanda in two weeks. After discussing
this opportunity with my family, on June
30" | found myself boarding a flight to
Kigali, the capital of Rwanda.

From the first day until the last, each day
provided an experience | will never forget,
including a special invitation to commemorate
the 15" year of liberation with the president of
Rwanda, Paul Kagume; the orphans of Rwanda;
the school children; the mem orial sites of the
genocide; and speaking with many survivors
with amazing stories of survival. | could talk for
hours about these experiences, and for
students taking my classes, | can guarantee
that you will hear most of them.

| feel so blessed in havi ng this opportunity to
see and witness the hardships these people go
through and how hard they are working to
make their lives better. | will never forget this
