In chapel last week, Mrs. Nie to
demonstrated her fool -proof
technique to the Lower School.

During flu season, remember to follow these simple precautions:

Keep sick children at home for at least 48 hours (a BCS rule)
after they no longer have fever or do not have signs of fever,
without using fever -reducing drugs or medications.

Do not send children to school or to school functions, such
as sporting events if they are sick.

Encourage frequent and thorough hand washing with soap
and water for a minimum of 20 s econds or use an alcohol -
based hand sanitizer.

Encourage children not to share personal items like
drinks, food, or unwashed utensils, and to cover their
coughs and sneezes with tissues.

Prevent the spread of germs by coughing or sneezing into
the elbow, a rm or sleeve instead of the hand, when a
tissue is unavailable.

Become familiar with the signs and symptoms of the flu:
fever (100 degrees F, or greater), sore throat or cough,
sometimes muscle aches, headaches, chills, and
tiredness, and occasionally diar rhea or vomiting. Not all
individuals will suffer from all symptoms. The illness
normally lasts for 2 to 7 days.
